	Maximize water efficiency within buildings to reduce burden on municipal water supply and waste water systems
	Estimate potable & non-potable needs for the building.  Use high efficiency fixtures, dry fixtures such as composting toilets & waterless urinals, and occupant sensors to reduce potable water demand.  Consider reuse of storm water and grey water for non-potable applications
	Axcess Vinyl Floor coverings do not need sealing or polishing and can be cleaned using minimal quantities of water and eco detergent solutions.  Dry maintenance is possible.  This reduces the amount of chemicals and water needed for maintenance for the lifetime of the floor coverings.

	Consider re-use of existing buildings, including structure, shell, and non-shell elements.  Remove elements that pose contamination risk to occupants and upgrade outdated components such as windows, mechanical systems, & plumbing fixtures.  Quantify the extent of building re-use
	Use floor coverings that have a proven long life cycle.  Axcess floor coverings will assist in qualifying the structure for a potential credit should the installation be reused in the building renovation.

	Increased demand for building products that have incorporated recycled content materials, therefore reducing the impacts resulting from the processing of new virgin materials
	Establish a project goal for recycled content materials and identify materials and material suppliers that can achieve this goal.  During construction, ensure that the specified recycled content materials are installed and quantify the total percentage of recycled content materials installed
	Use floor coverings that contain a high recycled content.  The recyclate used should not substantially affect the performance of the floor covering that contains little or not recyclate.  Axcess Floor tile with a recycled content with a sum of post-consumer plus one-half post industrial content of at lease 5% and 10% of the total value in project.

	To provide design teams and projects the opportunity to be awarded points for exceptional performance above the requirements set by the LEED Green Building Rating Systems TM and/or innovative performance not specifically addressed by the LEED Green Building Rating Systems TM
	Substantially exceed LEED performance credit such ass energy performance or water efficiency.  Apply strategies or measures that are not covered by LEED such as acoustic performance, education of occupants, community development, or lifecycle analysis of material choices
